
SPEAKER BIOGRAPHY:   Brandon A. Perron, CCDI, CFI-FTER – Brandon Perron is a 

professional criminal defense investigator, criminal justice trainer and consultant with over 32 

years of experience.  Brandon is a nationally recognized Board Certified Criminal Defense 

Investigator, Certified FTER Forensic Interviewer, and Florida Licensed Private 

Investigator.   He has also served meritoriously as a Criminal Investigator with the United States 

Air Force and as a Florida Public Defender Investigator for the 19th Judicial Circuit where he 

continues in the capacity as the Investigations Director.  In 1994, he developed the Component 

Method of Criminal Defense Investigation and authored Uncovering Reasonable Doubt: The 

Component Method, which is used to train criminal defense investigators in the public and 

private sector.  He has also authoredForensic Testimonial Evidence Recovery: The FTER Method 

- A Forensic Approach to the Interview for the Criminal Defense Investigator as well as the 

novel The Quest For Truth. Brandon has delivered the Component Method training and 

certification to thousands of public defender investigators across the nation to include but not 

limited to the US Military Defense Counsel, USMC Defense Counsel, Federal Public Defenders, 

over twenty (20) states Public Defenders, nine (9) Florida Public Defender agencies, and 

countless private investigators specializing in criminal defense.
